Mrinalini Goswami memorial lecture was 

held on 21st October 2014 at Jorhat 

Science Centre & Planetarium. The event 

was presided by Aditi Bezbaruah, Lecturer 

of Jorhat Engineering College. The 

lectures were delivered on Witch Hunting 

in Assam by Gitarani Bhattacharya, State 

Coordinator of Assam Mahila Samata 

Society and Dalit Movements in India by 

Asha Kowtal of All India Dalit Mahila 

Adhikar Manch.   

State level convention of WinG Assam in 

collaboration with PBET and local 

organizations  

 Two days convention was organized on 

10th and 11th April’15 in Naya Bazar, 

majuli where around 500 women 

delegates from Jorhat, Haflong, Cachar, 

Mangaldoi, Guwahati, KarbiAnglong, 

Sivasagar, Golaghat, Sonapur, Majuli 

participated in the Convention. 

 
 
Lobby & Advocacy 
 
Extensive Lobby & Advocacy was 
conducted for proper legal procedures 

and implementation of government 
schemes and Act. Under the banner of 
WinG-Assam, PBET was involved in lobby 
and advocacy with the district 
administration, police, judges and 
magistrates, Human Rights and Women 
Commissions, Police Accountability etc. 
 
PBET lobbied with the District Child 
Protection Unit, District Legal Service 
Authority of Lakhimpur district for legal 
aid and compensation of Rs. 20,000/- to a 
6 year old minor rape survivor of 
Lakhimpur district. For certain rape cases 
advocacy was done in Jorhat district with 
the State and District Legal Service 
Authority for victim compensation. Fact 
finding and documentation was done for 
custodial torture, police atrocities and 
ethnic violence during the period. 
 
Networking 
 
PBET members establish networks with 
women organizations, groups, and 
activists across the state and country. 
During the case of Acid attack several 
organizations have supported by 
contributing their ideas and suggestions 
to pursue the issue for guaranteeing 
justice to the survivors. HRLN, Delhi has 
drafted a PIL for WinG on the menace of 
this ghastly act. 
 
PBET and WinG-Assam have also built up 
strong networks with International bodies 
like Asian Human Rights Commission who 
has been a support to raise issues of 
human rights violations o the state.  
Member PBET was part of the drafting of 
the chapter of GR-30 for the civil society 
shadow report to CEDAW committee in 
2014.                                                                              
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Legal support 
 
Legal aid as well other legal assistance 
such as filing and registration of the FIR, 
court procedures, case follow ups, and 
other supports like rehabilitation, shelter 
were provided to the survivors and family 
to ensure justice. 
 
Street vendors 
 
Besides numerous other occasions in the 
past PBET has been supporting the issues 
of street vendors. A discussion was held in 
front of State Bank of India’s main branch, 
Jorhat on 11th May, 2014. The vendors’ 
issues were widely discussed by 
highlighting police harassment & 
maltreatment. They are chased away by 
the police ransacking their wares often 
violating the vendors’ basic rights to vend.  
The Street Vendors’ Act, 2009, was 
brought under discussion.  
 
Another discourse accommodating each 
and every street vendor engaged in trade 
at Jorhat was planned for the 18th of May, 
2014. Consequently on this day a seminar 
was held at Bisturam Baruah Hall in Jorhat 
where the Organizing Secretary of All 
Assam Street Vendors’ Association Mr. 
Simanta Sharma participated as a chief 
guest. The discussion absorbed the 
vendors’ issues, a demand to call off the 
callous & illegal eviction by the 
administration defying Supreme Court’s 
ruling, proposal to initiate a democratic 
movement unless eviction on street 
vendors is shelved besides a 
memorandum to DC, Jorhat demanding 
annulment of the illegal eviction 
immediately in pursuance to Street 
Vendors Act, 2014. 
 

29 members strong Organizing 

Committee was formed. Consequently the 

memorandum was submitted to the 

District Head on 20th May 2014 but no 

constructive steps have been taken in this 

regard so far. 

 
Milestones 

Due to constant follow-up, lobby & 

advocacy with different departments, 

communities PBET and WinG-Assam 

made following milestones:    

 Rs.10,000 compensation for minor  

survivor (9 years) of molestation 

from District Legal Services 

Authority in Jorhat. 

 Rs.20,000 compensation by 

District Legal Services Authority, 

Cachar  to a  minor survivor (15 

years) of attacked on face for 

refusal to a relationship.  

 Bhoben Gogoi, survivor of police 

atrocity who lost one of his legs in 

Jorhat got compensation order of 

Rs.2,00,000 from State 

Commission for Human Rights.  

 A family of victim of extra judicial 

killing had been awarded 

Rs.5,00,000 compensation by 

NHRC. 

 Bring all the tribal women of Dima 

Hasao (Dimasa and Non Dimasa) in 

one platform was a big challenge 

when the Indigenous People 

Forum (a non Dimasa movement 

group) is strongly demanding for a 

separate non Dimasa district.
